Plymouth Rock Club of America Annual Points Program
The following article is an explanation of the Annual Points program and how they are calculated. All show reports for the previous year need to be in possession of the Points Chairman by Feb 1st of the following year to be included.
One point is awarded for every bird you beat at the National, Regional, District, State, and Rock Specialty Show like the Rock-N-Red Show. One half point is given for every bird beat at Special Meets.

The Best way to start is by going to the BB and RB first.  If there were 65 Rocks shown, BB gets 65 points and RB gets 64.  If this is a Special Meet, BB gets 32.5 points and RB gets 32 points.

When a person wins BB or RB, you do not count their variety points.  For example, John Smith wins BB on a White Rock, he doesn’t get points for BV because they are included in the BB points.

If Bill Weber won RB on a Barred, you wouldn’t count his points for BV.  In other words, you can’t win double points.

If an exhibitor wins both BB & RB in one variety, which often happens, he would not get any variety points because they were included in BB and RB.

After you have the BB & RB points, go to the varieties.

If there are 20 Barreds shown, BV would get 20 points and RV would get 19 points.  For a Special Meet, BV gets 10 points and RV gets 9.5 points. Do this for all varieties.

Here are problems you will encounter:

1.  The type of meet will not be circled.  If you can’t find out what kind of meet it was, you will have to assume it is a Special Meet.

2.  No BB or RB will be listed.  Again, if you can’t find out who the winners were from the show secretary, you can only count the variety points.

3.  Some reports have the exhibitor number where the exhibitors name goes, this would be been okay buy they didn’t send an exhibitors list.  

To get the Exhibitor Of  The Year in Large Fowl and Bantams, add the points the exhibitor had in each variety for their total points.  Large Fowl points for Large Fowl Exhibitor Of  The Year and the same for Bantams.

Then have a plaque for Large Fowl & Bantam Exhibitor Of  The Year.
